Note from the Principal

Teaching and learning should
be personalized to the maximum

feasible extent.

My father grew up on a cattle
ranch in Alberta, and told me once,
when as a six year old, he was asked
by his father to lead a pair of huge
work horses, Clydesdales, to the
water trough. He remembered
looking at the massive hooves on
either side of him as he walked,
noticing that each hoof was as large
as his face. He was terrified, he
said, but he knew that his father
would never trust him with a job he
couldn’t do.

I often think of this story when I
think about powerful learning
communities. We learn best when
we move out of comfort and safety
and into riskier territory. But we
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don’t learn at all when we feel
completely disoriented, when we
don’t feel safe. How do we create
learning spaces where our students
are pushed just beyond the limits of
what they can do? First we must
know our students and their
capabilities. We must provide them
with meaningful work, and we must
demystify the learning process by
being explicit about learning
outcomes. And as adults we must
have trusting relationships with our
students so that they know, as my
father did, that we will provide true
challenges but never expect students
to do the impossible.

This is what we mean by
personalization, and it can only be
achieved when we structure our
leaning community so that teachers
and students can develop more
personalized relationships. In order
to do this, we need your support to
provide for additional staff,
additional collaborative time, and
additional learning tools. We also
need your input and feedback, your
guidance as we come to know your
students and their strengths and
needs.

I am impressed each day by the
care, commitment to craft, and
dedication of Nathan Hale staff. In
every classroom I visit, [ see
evidence of personalization, and I
see students being challenged and
challenging themselves. Your
support has made this possible, not
just for your own student, but for a
rising generation of honorable,
thinking, skillful citizens.
